Strengthening Kenya - Angola Bilateral Ties

Kenya’s impeccable diplomatic
credentials have secured inter-
national acclaim and recognition
among the community of nations.
This has been exemplified throu-
ghout the history of Kenya since
independence to date. It is on this
proven track record, that successi-
ve governments have managed to
leverage on to champion and secu-
re Kenya’s global interests. Hence
the deliberate efforts to ensure
that Kenya’s bilateral relations
across the globe are strengthened
for the benefit of the Kenyan pe-
ople. It is on this premise that the
Administration of H.E. President
Uhuru Kenyatta emphasized on
the need to expand Kenya’s di-
plomatic footprint with greater
prominence on the African conti-
nent. As a result, Kenya Embassy
in the Republic of Angola was
established and opened in 2015.

Kenya-Angola bilateral relations
date back to pre-independent
Angola in 1975. Kenya’s foun-
ding President, H.E. Mzee Jomo
Kenyatta played an instrumental
role in bringing together Angolan
parties fighting for independen-
ce. It is on this firm foundation
that Kenya and Angola have over
the years enjoyed warm and cor-
dial bilateral relations. However,
in 2015 both countries decided
to establish and open up resident
Diplomatic Missions in each
other’s Capital. It was time; the
cordial relations were leveraged
into mutual benefits for the pe-
oples of the two countries. Prior

in 2014, the two countries sig-
ned the following agreements:
Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) to establish a Joint Com-
mission for Cooperation; updated
the MOU between Kenya and
Angola on Bilateral Air Services
Agreement; MOU on political
consultations and Agreement
on Economic, Scientific, Cultu-
ral and Technical Cooperation.

The impetus in the bilateral rela-
tions has continued to gather pace
at political, economic and socio-
-cultural levels with increased en-
gagement at high levels of Gover-
nment. In July 2018, Amb. (Dr.)
Monica Juma, then Cabinet Se-
cretary for Foreign Affairs visited
Angola on an official visit where
she had the opportunity to present
a message of goodwill from Presi-
dent Uhuru Kenyatta to President
Joao Lourenco of Angola. This
led to a reciprocal visit to Kenya
in August 2021 by Amb. Tete
Antonio, Minister for External
Relations of Angola. This was the
first ever official visit by an Ango-
lan Foreign Minister to Nairobi.
During the visit, he held discus-
sions with his counterpart, Amb.
Raychelle Omamo where they
laid the groundwork for the first
ever Joint Commission for Coo-
peration (JCC) meeting between
Kenya and Angola. This will be
conjoined with a State visit by
the President of Angola to Kenya.

The State visit and JCC is expec-
ted to open the level of immense

opportunities existing in all the
facets of the Kenya-Angola stra-
tegic partnership.

Kenya Opens Embassy in
Angola

In April 2015, Kenya finally opened its Embassy in Luanda to soli-
dify Kenya-Angola bilateral relations and Kenya’s presence in the
Southern Africa region. This was in line with the Governments goal
to expand and strengthen Kenyans diplomatic footprint but also in
articulating President Uhuru Kenyatta’s Afrocentric foreign policy.

The main mandate of the Mission is to pursue Kenya’s national inte-
rests in Angola through promotion of bilateral and economic coopera-
tion between Kenya and Angola, enhancement of regional peace and
Security in the Great Lakes Region and protecting and promoting the
interests of the Kenyan Diaspora in Angola. In achieving this man-
date, the Embassy is guided by the vision of being a model institu-
tion in the promotion of relations and the advancement of the inte-
rests of the people of Kenya in Angola through innovative diplomacy.

The Embassy has since been headed by Amb. Josphat K. Maikara,
MBS as the Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Kenya to
Angola. Ambassador Maikara presented his letters of credence to H.E.
Jose Eduardo dos Santos, then President of the Republic of Angola on
13th April 2015. The Ambassador is supported by dedicated contingent
of both home based and local based staff. They include the home-ba-
sed staff Mr. Haggai Onguka, Minister; Mr. Andrew Mujivane, First
Counsellor; Mrs. Patricia Muange, Financial Attaché; and Mrs. Grace
Wambugu, Administrative Attaché.

Maiden Official Visit By Angolan Fo-
reign Minister to Nairobi

Kenya-Angola relations have in recent years gathered pace as a re-
sult of the deliberate efforts by both countries to elevate the rela-
tions to a strategic partnership. Despite years of cordial relations,
the potential therein has not been realized. Immense opportunities
exist in array of spheres and a coordinated approach is utterly nee-
ded to lay the ground for a robust engagement between the two cou-
ntries. It is on this background, that H.E. Amb. Tete Antonio, Mi-
nister for External Relations of Angola was in Nairobi on an official
visit at the invitation of his counterpart Amb. Raychelle Omamo,
Cabinet Secretary for Foreign Affairs of Kenya on 19th August 2021.

The two ministers held bilateral discussions where they reiterated
the importance of holding regular high level exchanges as a key in-
gredient of unlocking the latent value of the existing bilateral rela-
tions. On this end, they discussed on the need to accelerate the laun-
ch of the Kenya-Angola Joint Commission for Cooperation. This
will provide a structured platform for engagement. This was sche-
duled to take place in December 2021, however due to unavoidab-
le circumstances it’s to be held on dates to be agreed upon in 2022.

During the visit, the Ministers appreciated the efforts and ro-
les both countries are playing in the realm of peace and security on
the African continent and especially in the Great Lakes Region in
line with the African Union 2063 Agenda of the Silencing of Guns.
Amb. Raychelle Omamo took the opportunity to thank Angola of
her invaluable support in securing Kenya’s seat at the UN Securi-
ty Council for the 2021-2022 term. Already Kenya started its term
in January 2021 and looks upon Angola’s continued support, no-
ting Angola’s previous experience at the UN Security Council.

H.E. Amb. Tete Antonio, handed a message of goodwill from H.E. Pre-
sident Joao Lourenco to H.E. President Uhuru Kenyatta and conveyed
President Lourenco’s appreciation of President Kenyatta’s stewardship
of the Organisation of African, Caribbean and Pacific States (OACPS).
The two Ministers at the end of the meeting signed a joint commu-
nique where they committed to work together to ensure regu-
lar bilateral consultations at all levels. The technical teams were
tasked with the responsibility of initiating the necessary pre-
parations towards the acceleration of the launch of the JCC.

Primeira visita oficial do Ministro

As relagdes Quénia-Angola ganharam ritmo nos tltimos anos como re-
sultado dos esforgos deliberados de ambos os paises para elevar as rela-
¢des a uma parceria estratégica. Apesar de anos de relagdes coordiais, o
potencial ndo foi concretizado explorado. Existem imensas oportunida-
des em varias esferas e uma abordagem coordenada ¢ absolutamente ne-
cessaria para estabelecer o terreno para um engajamento robusto entre
os dois paises. E neste contexto que S.E. o Embaixador Téte Antonio,
Ministro das Relagdes Exteriores de Angola esteve em Nairobi em vi-
sita oficial a convite da sua homologa Embaixadora RaychelleOmamo,
Ministra dos Negocios Estrangeiros do Quénia a 19 de Agosto de 2021.

Os dois ministros mantiveram discussdes bilaterais onde reiteraram a
importancia de manter intercambios regulares de alto nivel como um in-
grediente chave para desbloquear o valor latente das relagdes bilaterais
existentes. Neste sentido, abordaram a necessidade de acelerar o langa-
mento da Comissdo Conjunta para a Cooperagdo Quénia-Angola. Isso
fornecera uma plataforma estruturada para engajamento. Isso estava
programado para Dezembro de 2021, no entanto, devido a circunstan-
cias inevitaveis, sera realizado em 2022, em datas a serem acordadas.

Durante a visita, os Ministros apreciaram os esfor¢os e papéis que am-
bos os paises estdo a desempenhar no dominio da paz e seguranga no
continente africano e, especialmente na Regido dos Grandes Lagos,
em consonancia com a Agenda 2063 da Unido Africana para o Silen-
ciamento de Armas. A Embaixadora Raychelle Omamo, aproveitou
a oportunidade para agradecer a Angola o seu apoio inestiméavel para
garantir o lugar do Quénia no Conselho de Seguranga da ONU para
o mandato de 2021-2022. O Quénia ja iniciou seu mandato emJjanei-
ro de 2021 e conta com o apoio continuo de Angola, tendo em conta
a experiéncia anterior de Angola no Conselho de Seguranga da ONU.

S.E. o Embaixador Téte Antonio, entregou uma mensagem de
boa vontade de S.E. Presidente Jodo Lourengo para S.E. Presi-
dente Uhuru Kenyatta e transmitiu o reconhecimento do Pre-
sidente Lourengo da administragdo do Presidente Kenyatta na
Organizagio dos Estados de Africa, Caribe e Pacifico (ACP).

Os dois Ministros no final da reunido assinaram um comuni-
cado conjunto onde se comprometeram a trabalhar em con-
junto para garantir consultas bilaterais regulares em todos os
niveis. As equipas técnicas foram incumbidas de iniciar os pre-
parativos necessarios para a aceleracdo do langamento do CCC.

EXPLORING ECONOMIC AND TRADE

COOPERATION IN ANGOLA

Angola’s economy is driven majorly by the oil sector which accounts for
nearly 50% of the GDP, 70% of government revenue and more than 90%
of exports with diamond exports covering 5%. The overdependence on
oil has over the years exposed the economy to the negative impact of the
volatility of the international oil market and other global dynamics. This
is witnessed by the recession the economy has been experiencing since
2014, spiraling inflation rates and increased debt-to-GDP ratio - from
57% in 2015 to 120% in 2020 which have been blamed on the slump
in the oil market - low oil prices and OPEC’s cap on oil production.

Despite the ending of the destructive civil war in 2002 and the subs-
tantial economic, as well as, political progress which followed, po-
verty remained a major development challenge, with a large pro-
portion of Angola’s population living on less than 2 USD a day,
poor access to education, housing and health services. Other deve-
lopmental impediments are poor infrastructure, governance, human
resource and institutional capacity, the Covid-19 pandemic, drou-
ghts and unfavorable business environment - Angola being ranked
177 out of 190 countries in 2019 in terms of ease of doing business.

However, the reform agenda initiated by the current administration of
President Joao Lourenco since 2017, aimed at lifting the country out of
the crisis, addressing the inequalities and other developmental challen-
ges, has put the economy back on the growth trajectory. The initiatives
include: creation of conducive environment for economic growth and
development anchored on a market-based economy and structural re-
forms aimed at enhancing private sector-led growth and competitive-
ness, increased focus on macroeconomic stability, fiscal consolidation,
improvement in revenue mobilization and reform of the public financial
management practices. The liberalization of the foreign exchange regi-
me, increased access to foreign currency among other fiscal and mone-
tary policy measures have greatly contributed towards reducing the gap
between the official and parallel exchange rates from 150% in 2017 to
less than 10% in 2021, as well as, reducing foreign currency shortages.

In 2020, Angola passed a new Anti-money laundering and counter terro-
rism funding law. Some of'the highlights of the legislation include defini-
tion of the ‘politically exposed person’ (PEP) —all holders of public office
including religious leaders and their relatives up to the third generation.
In addition, Angola is in the process of ratifying the UN Convention on
International Settlement Agreements Resulting from Mediation — the
Singapore Convention on Mediation. The Convention provides busines-
ses with a global framework for settling international disputes through
mediation as opposed to the laborious and expensive court processes.

Meanwhile, the approval of the Private Investment and Competition
Laws and Private-public Partnership (PPP) Laws in 2019 and aimed at
curbing anti-competitive behaviours and other barriers to entry, as well
as, promotion of investment are envisaged to reinforce investor confi-
dence and improve private sector participation in Angola’s development
as well as bolster foreign direct investment and trade. Other bold reforms
include the introduction of Value-Added Tax in 2019, new Excise Tax,
2019, Income Tax (2020), flexible exchange rate in 2019 and Fiscal Sus-
tainability Law in 2020, are all critical for private sector-led recovery.

The improved domestic demand, easing inflationary pressures and
a more accommodative fiscal and monetary policy environment are
expected to spur private consumption, bolster investment activities
and steady the economy on a growth trajectory. Other reform initia-
tives such as diversification of the economy away from oil to manu-
facturing, agriculture and tourism, among other sectors is expected
to provide more opportunities for trade and investment in Angola.

Despite the enormous potential, Angola’s trading and investment
partners over the years has remained Portugal, Brazil and South
Africa with very minimal interaction with the rest of Africa. The co-
ming into force of the Africa Continental Free Trade Area (AfCF-
TA) and the developments at the Tripartite (COMESA, EAC and
SADC) level, therefore positions Angola as an important frontier
for Kenya’s export market development and investment partner.

It is in this context that the Mission in collaboration with the Ke-
nyan private sector, on 22nd -25th July, 2019 organized the first
Kenya—Angola Business and Investment Forum in Luanda An-
gola. The aim of the Forum was to provide a platform for the esta-
blishment of business linkages between Kenyan and Angolan cou-
nterparts, provision of trade, tourism and investment information
and expose Kenyan and Angolan products and market to both sides.

The participants were drawn from various sectors in Kenya ranging
from Agriculture - tea, coffee and flower sector; education institu-
tions and experts covering secondary and tertiary including univer-
sities; Health, financial and ICT firms. Angolan side was represen-
ted by sectors such education, health, Tourism, construction, the
Angola Chamber of Commerce and Industry, the Angolan Invest-
ment and Export Promotion Agency (AIPEX), Distributors, impor-
ters and consultants including Investment Lawyers and logistics.

The Forum had presentations from different sectors both sides. Angola
Export and Import Agency (AIPEX) provided the Public sector (go-

vernment) perspective which centred majorly on the Angolan business
environment and in particular the efforts being done by the Govern-
ment to facilitate trade and investment. It highlighted the entry require-
ments (procedures and regulations) as well as, the measures which have
been put in place to facilitate foreign investment in Angola, trade and
investment opportunities in some of the key sectors such as tourism,
agriculture, manufacturing and value addition, fisheries and mining.

The Kenyan side similarly, in their expose provided an overview of
the Kenyan economy, investment and trade opportunities in different
sectors, measures which have been instituted to facilitate the private
sector activities. Of critical importance was the fact that Kenya had
opened its boarders particularly to investors from African countries
with no visa requirements to African nationals, availability of a one-
-stop shop (Institution) — the Kenya Investment Authority charged
with the responsibility of facilitating entry and establishment issues
to investors. The presentations also emphasised Kenya’s position as a
leading exporter of both finished and raw materials in the region as
well as internationally, with its tea, coffee, fresh cut-flowers and other
agricultural products sought after in the global market. With regard
to services, Kenya was one of the leading tourist destinations in the
world, with well-developed facilities and expertise from which Ango-
lan nascent tourist sector could benefit from on the one hand, on the
other Kenya provided a perfect destination to Angolans who have for
many years looked up to Europe for visits. The representatives of the
Education and health sectors - Universities and health facilities — hi-
ghlighted the enormous opportunities available for partnerships, colla-
boration, training and the expertise from which Angola could benefit.

Plenary sessions were also convened during which the participants had
the opportunity to engage the presenters for clarifications and sharing
of ideas. In addition, B2B organised for the specific sector and players
provided an opportunity for the business people to interact and initiate
of conclude deals. They also created avenues for in-depth acquisition
of pertinent information, as well as, follow-ups from the presentations.

The following were some of the issues that emerged from the Fo-
rum: Very little information was available on both sides with regard
to trade, investment, tourism and other important areas of human de-
velopment. Angola still relied on the traditional trading partners and
that there was need to need to take advantage of the bilateral coope-
ration framework agreements and other mechanisms for cooperation
being established at the continental and regional levels to promote
intra-Africa trade and development given the enormous potential.

do pelarecessao que a economia vem experimentando desde 2014, taxas
deinflacdo em espiral e aumento darelacdo divida/PIB-de 57%em 2015
para 120% em 2020, que foram atribuidos a queda no mercado de petro-
leo - petrdleo baixo pregos e o teto da OPEP para a producgdo de petroleo.

Apesar do fim da guerra civil destrutiva em 2002 e do substancial pro-
gresso econdmico e politico que se seguiu, a pobreza continuou a ser
um grande desafio para o desenvolvimento, com uma grande propor¢ao
da populacdo de Angola a viver com menos de 2 USD por dia, 0 acesso
deficiente a educagdo, habitacdo e servigcos de saude. Outros impedi-
mentos ao desenvolvimento sdo infraestruturas precdrias, governagao,
recursos humanos e capacidade institucional, a pandemia de Covid-19,
secas e ambiente de negocios desfavoravel — Angola foi classificada em
177 dos 190 paises em 2019 em termos de facilidade de fazer negdcios.

No entanto, a agenda de reformas iniciada pelo atual governo do pre-
sidente Jodo Lourenco desde 2017, com o objetivo de tirar o pais da
crise, enfrentar as desigualdades e outros desafios de desenvolvimento,
colocou a economia de volta na trajetoria de crescimento. As iniciativas
incluem: a criagdo de um ambiente propicio para o crescimento e desen-
volvimento econdmico ancorado em uma economia de mercado e refor-
mas estruturais destinadas a aumentar o crescimento e a competitividade
do setor privado, maior foco na estabilidade macroeconémica, consoli-
dagdo fiscal, melhoria na mobilizacéo de receitas e reforma das praticas
de gestdo das financas publicas. A liberalizagdo do regime cambial, o
aumento do acesso a moeda estrangeira, entre outras medidas de politi-
ca fiscal e monetaria, muito contribuiram para reduzir a diferenca entre
as taxas de cambio oficial e paralela de 150% em 2017 para menos de
10% em 2021, bem como , reduzindo a escassez de moeda estrangeira.

Em 2020, Angola aprovou uma nova lei de combate ao branqueamen-
to de capitais e financiamento do terrorismo. Alguns dos destaques
da legislacdo incluem a definicdo de ‘pessoa politicamente exposta’
(PEP) — todos os titulares de cargos publicos, incluindo lideres reli-
giosos e seus familiares até a terceira geragdo. Além disso, Ango-
la estd em processo de ratificagdo da Convengdo das Nagdes Unidas
sobre Acordos Internacionais Resultantes da Mediacdo — a Conven-
¢do de Singapura sobre Mediagdo. A Convengao fornece as empresas
uma estrutura global para resolver disputas internacionais por meio
da mediag@o, em oposicao aos processos judiciais trabalhosos e caros.

Entretanto, prevé-se a aprovagdo das Leis do Investimento Privado e
da Concorréncia e das Parcerias Publico-Privadas (PPP) em 2019 e
destinadas a coibir comportamentos anticoncorrenciais e outras bar-
reiras a entrada, bem como a promocao do investimento para refor-
car a confianca dos investidores e melhorar a participacdo do sector

privado no desenvolvimento de Angola, bem como reforgar o inves-
timento directo estrangeiro ¢ o comércio. Outras reformas ousadas

incluem a introdugdo do Imposto sobre Valor Agregado em 2019,
novo Imposto de Consumo, 2019, Imposto de Renda (2020), taxa de
cambio flexivel em 2019 e Lei de Sustentabilidade Fiscal em 2020,
sdo todos criticos para a recuperacdo liderada pelo setor privado.

Espera-se que a melhora da demanda doméstica, o alivio das pres-
soes inflacionarias e um ambiente de politica fiscal e monetaria
mais acomodaticio estimule o consumo privado, estimule as ati-
vidades de investimento e mantenha a economia em uma tra-
jetoria de crescimento. Outras iniciativas de reforma, como a
diversificacdo da economia do petroleo para a industria transforma-
dora, agricultura e turismo, entre outros sectores, deverdo propor-
cionar mais oportunidades de comércio e investimento em Angola.

Apesar do enorme potencial, os parceiros comerciais e de investimento
de Angola ao longo dos anos mantiveram-se Portugal, Brasil e Africa
do Sul com uma intera¢io minima com o resto de Africa. A entrada em
vigor da Zona de Comércio Livre Continental Africana (AfCFTA) e os
desenvolvimentos a nivel Tripartite (COMESA, EAC e SADC), posicio-
nam, assim, Angola como uma importante fronteira para o desenvolvi-
mento do mercado de exportagdo e parceiro de investimento do Quénia.




E neste contexto que a Missdo em colaboragdo com o setor privado
queniano, de 22 a 25 de julho de 2019, organizou o primeiro Forum
de Negocios e Investimento Quénia—Angola em Luanda Angola.
O objetivo do Forum era fornecer uma plataforma para o estabeleci-
mento de ligagdes comerciais entre os homdlogos quenianos e ango-
lanos, fornecer informagdes sobre comércio, turismo ¢ investimento ¢
expor produtos e mercados quenianos e angolanos a ambos os lados.

Os participantes provinham de varios setores do Quénia, desde agricul-
tura - setor de cha, café e flores; institui¢des de ensino e especialistas
que cobrem o ensino médio e superior, incluindo universidades; Empre-
sas de saude, financeiras e de TIC. Do lado angolano estiveram repre-
sentados os sectores da educagdo, saude, turismo, constru¢do, Camara
de Comércio e Industria de Angola, Agéncia Angolana de Promocao
do Investimento e Exportacdo (AIPEX), Distribuidores, Importado-
res e Consultores incluindo Advogados de Investimento e Logistica.

O Férum contou com apresentagdes de diferentes setores de ambos
os lados. A Agéncia de Exportagdo e Importagdo de Angola (AIPEX)
forneceu a perspectiva do sector publico (governo) que se centrou
principalmente no ambiente de negodcios angolano e em particular
nos esforgos que o Governo esta a fazer para facilitar o comércio e o
investimento. Destacou os requisitos de entrada (procedimentos e re-
gulamentos), bem como as medidas que foram postas em pratica para
facilitar o investimento estrangeiro em Angola, oportunidades de co-
mércio e investimento em alguns dos principais sectores como o tu-
rismo, agricultura, industria e valor acrescentado, pesca e mineragao.

Da mesma forma, o lado queniano, em sua exposi¢do, forneceu uma
visdo geral da economia queniana, oportunidades de investimento e
comércio em diferentes setores, medidas que foram instituidas para fa-
cilitar as atividades do setor privado. De importancia critica foi o fato
de o Quénia ter aberto suas fronteiras particularmente para investidores
de paises africanos sem necessidade de visto para cidaddos africanos,
disponibilidade de um balcdo tnico (instituicao) - a Autoridade de In-
vestimento do Quénia encarregada de facilitar a entrada e o estabeleci-
mento questdes aos investidores. As apresentagdes também enfatizaram
a posicao do Quénia como principal exportador de matérias-primas e
acabadas na regido e internacionalmente, com seu cha, café, flores fres-
cas e outros produtos agricolas procurados no mercado global. No que
diz respeito aos servicos, o Quénia foi um dos principais destinos turis-
ticos do mundo, com instalagdes e competéncias bem desenvolvidas de
que o nascente sector turistico angolano poderia beneficiar por um lado,
por outro o Quénia proporcionou um destino perfeito para os angolanos
que durante muitos anos olhou para a Europa para visitas. Os represen-
tantes dos sectores da Educacdo e Saude — Universidades ¢ Unidades
de Saude — destacaram as enormes oportunidades de parcerias, cola-
boracdo, formagdo e competéncias de que Angola podera beneficiar.

Foram também convocadas sessoes plenarias durante as quais os par-
ticipantes tiveram a oportunidade de envolver os apresentadores para
esclarecimentos e partilha de ideias. Além disso, o B2B organizou um
setor especifico e os jogadores proporcionaram uma oportunidade para
os empresarios interagirem e iniciarem a conclusdo de negocios. Eles
também criaram caminhos para a aquisicdo aprofundada de informa-
¢des pertinentes, bem como o acompanhamento das apresentacgdes.

A seguir, algumas das questdes que emergiram do Forum: Muito pou-
ca informagdo estava disponivel em ambos os lados em relagdo ao
comércio, investimento, turismo e outras areas importantes do desen-
volvimento humano. Angola ainda contava com os parceiros comer-
ciais tradicionais e que havia necessidade de aproveitar os acordos-
-quadro de cooperacdo bilateral e outros mecanismos de cooperacdo
a serem estabelecidos a nivel continental e regional para promover o
comércio e desenvolvimento intra-africano dado o enorme potencial.

Unlocking Trade and Investment Opportunities

Angola is the 9th richest (by GDP) country in Africa with a fast growing
middle class and therefore an ideal source market for tourists and in-
vestors and also destination market for Kenyan products given the fast
growing middle class. Due to the prolonged independence and later civil
war coupled with attachment with the former coloniser (Portugal) and
the Portuguese speaking countries of South America, Angola’s trade
and economic engagement with the African countries has remained mi-
nimal. However, the end of the war and the coming into place of a new
administration in 2017 heralded a new policy orientation with Africa
being given eminence. In addition, it has adopted a market oriented, sta-
ble and diversified economy being the policy focus. These developments
therefore present Angola as an attractive destination for trade and invest-
ment, as well as, collaboration in many other fields of mutual interest.

However, unavailability of pertinent information critical for decision
making processes has remained a major impediment as demonstrated
by the numerous requests from potential business and other players
from either side. It is in this context, that the Mission is organising
exploratory visits to the respective Provinces in Angola, as part of
building a credible information base on opportunities for trade, invest-
ment, areas of collaboration, understand the market dynamics inclu-
ding the sources of the traded products among other issues that could
impact access and competitiveness of Kenyan products in the Ango-
lan market. So far visits have been conducted in the following Provin-
ces: Benguela, Huambo, Cuanze Norte, Malanje, Zaire and Cabinda.

The visits are also intended to identify areas which either side could
leverage for the benefit of the two countries. In addition, they provide
a platform for exposing opportunities available in Kenya, as well as
share ideas on how both sides could benefit the relations considering
the fact that Angola for many years has focused mostly on Europe,
Brazil and South Africa despite the numerous opportunities availed
by the cooperation structures at the continental and regional levels.

The visits revealed that much of the products consumed in Ango-
la are imported especially from outside the continent despite the po-
tential for producing the products locally or importing from within
the continent. In this regard, the Africa-centric policy currently being
championed by Angola provides an avenue for trade and investment
between the two countries. The provinces are ready for investment
and trade and that the national Government had initiated a program-
me to support production, export diversification and import substitu-
tion known as PRODESI to drive this initiative. The Sectors under this
programme included food and agro-processing, forestry, oil and gas,
textile, health, education, human resource development, among others.

On agriculture, it was observed that before the war, Angola was one of
the leading producers of agricultural products in Africa. However, the
challenges of the war brought the sector to its knee and that 98% of
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agricultural production was through subsistence farming which could
not lift the population out of poverty. In order to address the situation,
the Government had put in place measures to support the sector par-
ticularly commercial farming and foreign investors were welcome.
Equally important, was the fact that Angola is net importer of food
products, a clear manifestation that market was readily available for
both crop and livestock-based products. Other areas for trade and in-
vestment included salt production, fish processing and animal breeding.

Another area of opportunity for Kenya is in capacity building of the
human resource base. Angola has a shortage of skilled manpower is
especially in agriculture, tourism and ICT sectors. Kenya to explore the
possibility of partnerships in training, exchange programmes, mentor-
ships, establishment of training institutions, as well as, engagement of
Kenyan experts in different sectors to build the capacity of the nationals.
Therefore, there is need to rake up market awareness through trade mis-
sions, foster collaboration between business and professional associa-
tions, promote B2B meetings and other platforms to expose the products
and other opportunities available on either side including through parti-
cipation in trade fairs and exhibitions. Such measures would be the key to
unlocking the market and change perception towards Kenyan products.

Angola é 0 9° pais mais rico (por PIB) em Africa com uma classe média
em rapido crescimento e, portanto, um mercado de origem ideal para
turistas e investidores e também mercado de destino para produtos que-




nianos, dada a classe média em rapido crescimento. Devido a indepen-
déncia prolongada e posterior guerra civil, juntamente com o vinculo
com o antigo colonizador (Portugal) e os paises de lingua portuguesa da
América do Sul, o envolvimento comercial e econdmico de Angola com
os paises africanos permaneceu minimo. No entanto, o fim da guerra e
a entrada em vigor de uma nova administragdo em 2017 anunciaram
uma nova orientagdo politica com destaque para a Africa. Além disso,
adotou uma economia orientada para o mercado, estavel e diversificada,
sendo o foco da politica. Estes desenvolvimentos apresentam portan-
to Angola como um destino atractivo para comércio e investimento,
bem como, colaboragdo em muitos outros dominios de interesse mutuo.

No entanto, a indisponibilidade de informagdes pertinentes criticas para
os processos de tomada de decisao continua sendo um grande impedi-
mento, conforme demonstrado pelas inimeras solicitacdes de negdcios
em potencial e outros participantes de ambos os lados. E neste contex-
to, que a Missdo esta a organizar visitas exploratorias as respectivas
Provincias em Angola, no sentido de construir uma base de informa-
cdo credivel sobre oportunidades de comércio, investimento, areas de
colaboragdo, compreender a dindmica do mercado incluindo as ori-
gens dos produtos comercializados entre outras questdes que podem
impactar o acesso e competitividade dos produtos quenianos no mer-
cado angolano. Até agora foram realizadas visitas nas seguintes Pro-
vincias: Benguela, Huambo, Cuanze Norte, Malanje, Zaire e Cabinda.

As visitas também se destinam a identificar areas que cada lado po-
deria alavancar em beneficio dos dois paises. Além disso, eles for-
necem uma plataforma para expor as oportunidades disponiveis
no Quénia, bem como compartilhar ideias sobre como ambos os la-
dos podem beneficiar as relagdes, considerando o fato de que An-
gola por muitos anos se concentrou principalmente na Europa,
Brasil ¢ Africa do Sul, apesar das iniimeras oportunidades aprovei-
tadas pelas estruturas de cooperacdo a nivel continental e regional.

As visitas revelaram que grande parte dos produtos consumidos
em Angola sdo importados sobretudo de fora do continente apesar
do potencial para produzir os produtos localmente ou importar do
continente. A este respeito, a politica centrada em Africa atualmen-
te defendida por Angola oferece uma via para o comércio e investi-
mento entre os dois paises. As provincias estdo prontas para investi-
mento e comércio e que o Governo nacional iniciou um programa de
apoio a produgdo, diversificacdo das exportacdes e substituicdo de
importagdes conhecido como PRODESI para impulsionar esta ini-
ciativa. Os Setores abrangidos por este programa incluiam alimen-
tos e agro-processamento, silvicultura, petrdleo e gas, téxtil, sal-
de, educagdo, desenvolvimento de recursos humanos, entre outros.

Na agricultura, observou-se que, antes da guerra, Angola era um dos
principais produtores de produtos agricolas em Africa. No entan-
to, os desafios da guerra colocaram o setor de joelhos e que 98% da
produgao agricola era através da agricultura de subsisténcia que nio
conseguia tirar a populagdo da pobreza. A fim de resolver a situagéo,
o Governo colocou em pratica medidas de apoio ao setor, especial-
mente a agricultura comercial e os investidores estrangeiros foram
bem-vindos. Igualmente importante foi o facto de Angola ser um im-
portador liquido de produtos alimentares, uma clara manifestagcdo de
que o mercado estava prontamente disponivel para produtos agrico-
las e pecuarios. Outras areas de comércio e investimento incluiam a
producdo de sal, processamento de pescado e criagdo de animais.

Outra area de oportunidade para o Quénia é a capacitacdo da base
de recursos humanos. Angola tem escassez de mao-de-obra qua-
lificada especialmente nos sectores da agricultura, turismo e TIC.
Quénia para explorar a possibilidade de parcerias em treinamen-
to, programas de intercdmbio, mentorias, estabelecimento de ins-
tituicdes de treinamento, bem como envolvimento de especialis-
tas quenianos em diferentes setores para capacitar os nacionais.
Portanto, ha necessidade de sensibilizar o mercado através de missdes
comerciais, fomentar a colaboracdo entre associacdes empresariais e
profissionais, promover reunides B2B e outras plataformas para expor

os produtos e outras oportunidades disponiveis em ambos os lados, incluindo
a participagdo em feiras e exposi¢oes. Tais medidas seriam a chave para des-
bloquear o mercado e mudar a percep¢ao em relagdo aos produtos quenianos.

Kenya believes that culture is an important ingredient in fostering mu-
tual understanding among nations and their peoples, thus cultural di-
plomacy has been embedded as a key tenent in Kenya’s foreign policy
orientation. The Mission in its engagements has sought to capitalize
on Kenya’s rich cultural diversity and showcase it to the people of
Angola. In this spirit, Hon. Eugene Wamalwa, Cabinet Secretary for
Defence represented H.E. President Uhuru Kenyatta and led the de-
legation to the 2nd Biennale of Luanda — Pan African Forum for the
Culture of Peace from 27th — 30th November 2021 in Luanda, Angola.

The Biennale of Luanda is a joint initiative of the United Na-
tions Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNES-
CO), the African Union (AU) and the Government of Angola. The
event espouses the 2021 African Union theme of “Arts, Cultu-
re and Heritage: Levers to Build the Africa we want”.

The leaders present included: the
host, President of Angola and Presidents of the Democratic Republic
of Congo, Republic of Congo, Portugal and Sao Tome and Principe;
Vice Presidents of Namibia and Costa Rica and Ministers of Kenya
and Zambia. Others included representatives for the UN Secretary Ge-
neral, AU Commission Chairperson and UNESCO Secretary General.

Hon. Eugene Wamalwa participated in the Intergenerational dialogue
forum of the leaders and the youth where he stressed that the youth must
be at the centre of the conversations of fostering peace and contributing
to sustainable development in Africa. On the side-lines of the event,
the Cabinet Secretary met H.E. President Joao Lourenco to whom he
conveyed a message of goodwill from H.E. President Uhuru Kenyat-
ta.

Engagement with the Diaspora

The Government of Kenya recognizes the Diaspora as a critical
constituency with an important role to play in the national deve-
lopment agenda of Kenya and it is for this reason the Kenya Dias-
pora Policy 2014 was launched. The policy offers guidelines for
mainstreaming the Diaspora into the national development pro-
cess in line with the aspirations and goals of the Vision 2030.

The Mission ensures that interests of Kenyans in Angola are pro-
tected while empowering them to effectively make greater contri-
bution to national development through regular consultative mee-
tings with the Diaspora. On 19th June 2022, the Embassy hosted
the first physical Diaspora meeting at the Chancery since the CO-
VID-19 pandemic in March 2020. In attendance was the Ambas-
sador, Embassy staff, Kenya Welfare Association in Angola offi-
cials and other Kenyans resident in Angola. The Kenyan Diaspora
in Angola is approximately 400 people as per the Embassy records.

The Ambassador, reiterated that the Embassy is at their disposal and
always ready to serve Kenyans. The various services include: Authen-
tication of documents, processing of emergency travel documents, vi-
sitations /repatriation in times of distress, processing of passports and
facilitation to participate in national processes. However, it was no-
ted that, to effectively and efficiently serve Kenyans, it is important
that all Kenyans register with the Embassy. This is very crucial espe-
cially in decision making processes when cascading national proces-
ses to the Diaspora such as voting, passport processing among others.

The Ambassador urged the Kenyans to be patriotic and embrace each
other as they pursue their various objectives in Angola. To this end,
he expressed there is need to have a strong Association or umbrella
body bringing together Kenyans for a common purpose. It was noted
an Association, the Kenya Welfare Association in Angola exists and en-
couraged all Kenyans to become members. Associations are key drivers
of the Diaspora agenda especially in identifying opportunities that can
benefit the members in the resident country and back in Kenya. On this
note, the Ambassador thanked the Kenyans for the support accorded the
family of the late Simon Gachaiya who unfortunately passed away last
year October due to COVID-19. This is the spirit of togetherness that
should be embraced not only in times of tragedy but also in good times.

The Diaspora thanked the Embassy for the dedicated service it con-
tinues to render to the Kenyans and they commended the Ambas-
sador for his steadfast leadership and the entire Embassy staff.

sentes o Embaixador, funcionarios da Embaixada, funcionarios da Associacdo queniana de Bem-estar em Angola e outros quenia-
nos residentes em Angola. A didspora queniana em Angola ¢ de aproximadamente 400 pessoas segundo os registros da Embaixada.
O Embaixador, reiterou que a Embaixada esta a disposi¢do deles e sempre pronta para servir os quenianos. Os varios servicos incluem: Au-
tenticagdo de documentos, processamento de documentos de viagem de emergéncia, visitagdo/repatriacdo em tempos de angustia, processa-
mento de passaportes e facilitagdo de participagdo em processos nacionais.
